the general election a state holiday; providing that signatures of voters on 
affidavits for federal services absentee ballots shall be notarized and such 
ballots shall be mailed by the voter three weeks prior to the election; 
prohibiting communications to the public of preliminary and final vote counts 
by election boards, county election officers and the secretary of state until the 
secretary of state has published the results from all precincts on the secretary's 
website; providing for the security of voting places by the sheriff; requiring 
that all applications for advance voting ballots be in writing; removing the 
requirement that electronic or electromechanical voting systems comply with 
federal law; making certain election crimes felonies; amending K.S.A. 25-418, 
25-1119, 25-1122, 25-1123, 25-1128, 25-1132, 25-1135, 25-1136, 25-1219, 25-
