New Jersey, Ohio, and South Dakota do not have licensing requirements and 
policies for this type of child care setting.

Group Child Care Home (GCCH) is defined as two or more providers caring for a 
group of children in a residence. Based on this definition, Arkansas, Georgia, 

Kentucky, Louisiana, Maine, Massachusetts, New Jersey, North Carolina, South 
Dakota, Vermont, Virginia, Washington, and Wisconsin do not have licensing 

requirements and policies for this type of child care setting.

One caregiver may care for: 5 children of any age; 6 children, with no more than 3 
children younger than 2 years; 7 children, with no more than 2 children younger than 
2 years; 7 children, if all children are 2 years and older; 8 children, if all children are 
3 years and older; 10 children, if all children are 4 years and older; 12 children, if all
