Bill Introduction 

Senator Salmans moved, with a second by Senator Jackson, to introduce a bill relating to Emergency Medical 
Services; providing for emergency medical responder (3rs1236).  Motion carried on a voice vote. 

Chairman Morris welcomed Deb Miller, Secretary, Kansas Department of Transportation who gave a briefing 
and update on the Comprehensive Transportation Plan (Attachment 1). She assured the committee that the 
first priority is ensuring that all of the committed projects are able to be included. Secretary Miller also noted 
that they are doing a proper level of maintenance on their system. 

Secretary Miller explained the Replacement Revenue proposed by the Governor of $465 million dollars in 
State General Fund-backed bonds which would be issued through the State General Fund.  She noted that the 
State General Fund-backed bonds give an amount of certainty that, if the proposal is put together, there are 
sufficient resources so that they can build the program.  Committee questions and discussion followed.
