AN ACT concerning postsecondary technical education; relating to career
technical education programs and workforce grants; amending K.S.A.
72-4460, 72-4461, 72-4462, 72-4463, 72-4464 and 72-4465 and
repealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

Section 1. K.S.A. 72-4460 is hereby amended to read as follows: 72-
4460. As used in this act:

(a) “Board of regents” means the state board of regents provided for
in the constitution of this state.

& Voeational—edueation——sehelarship(b) "Career technical
workforce grant” means the award of a financial grant-in-aid by this state
under this act to a-veeational-edueationseholaran eligible student.

(c¢) “Designated career technical education program” means an
educational institution that has been identified by the Kansas board of
regents, working in conjunction with the Kansas department of commerce,
as delivering programs that are high cost, high demand or in a critical
industry field.

(d) "Designated educational institution" means an educational

institution which—qualifies—as—an—chgibleinstitution—for—the—federal-

tat.‘ (1) has been identified by the Kansas board of

regents, working in conjunction with the Kansas department of commerce,
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as delivering programs that are high cost, high demand or in a critical
industry field; (2) is eligible to receive federal title IV funding, and (3) has
its and-the main campus or principal place of operation efwhiehs located
in Kansas.

(e) "Eligible career technical education program" means a
designated career technical education program operated at the
postsecondary level by a designated educational institution.

(f) “Eligible student” means a person who: (1) Is a resident of
Kansas; (2) has graduated from a high school accredited by the state
board of education or has received general educational development
credentials issued by the board of regents, or has graduated from a home
school program or a nonaccredited private secondary school, as defined
and authorized pursuant to K.S.A. 72-53,100 et seq.,; and (3) is enrolled in
or has been accepted for admission to an eligible career technical
education program operated by a designated Kansas educational
institution.

te)(g) "Program term" means Y2 the duration of the period of time
required for completion of a weeatienatcareer technical education program
when such period of time encompasses more than one school year.

(h) “Satisfactory performance” means retaining admission in and
meeting the standards established by the Kansas educational institution
being attended by the eligible Student.

(@) "School year" means the period of time beginning on July 1 in
each calendar year and ending on June 30 in the succeedmg calendar year

() “State board of education” means the state board of education
provided for in the constitution of this state.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 72-4461 is hereby amended to read as follows: 72-
4461. (a) Within the limits of appropriations therefor and in accordance
with the provisions of this act:

(1) The board of regents may: (A) Award a wveeational-edueation-
sehelarship—te—every—persoen who—iscareer technical workforce grant to
persons enrolled in or accepted for admission to & veeationat-edueationnan
elzgzble career techmcal education program at a desrgnated educatlonal

sehelarship; and (B) renew the award of a wveeational—edueation—
sehel-&rs-h-r-pcareer technzcal workforce grants to every person who is
currently designate v hetarreceiving a career
technical workforce grant and Who quallﬁes on the basis of satisfactory
performance in a vocational education program at a designated educational
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institution for the renewal of the award of a vocational education
scholarship;

Sec. 3. K.S.A. 72-4462 is hereby amended to read as follows: 72-
4462. (a) Subject to the other provisions of this section, a wveeational
edueatien—sehelarshipa career technical workforce grant shall provide,

upon certification by a designated educational institution that the
voeational—edueation—seholar—is—enrolled fulltime—in a—voeational-
edueationeligible student is enrolled in an eligible career technical
education program, for payment to the weeational—edueation—seholar
eligible student of an amount not to exceed:

(1) Five—hundredOne thousand dollars when the period of time
required for completion of the weeational career technical education
program in which the veeattenal-edueation—seholar eligible student is
enrolled is not more than one school year in duration; or

(2) frvehundred one thousand dollars for each program term, not to
exceed two program terms, when the duration of the period of time
required for completion of the weeational career technical education
program in which the wveeational-edueation—sehelar eligible student is
enrolled encompasses more than one school year.

(b) In no event shall the amount awarded to a—veeatienal-edueation

schelarundera voeational-edueatiensehelarshipan eligible student under
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a career technical workforce grant or the total of any amounts awarded
thereunder and—under—a—statesehelarship exceed an amount equal to the
amount of the total tuition and required fees for the weeational career
technical education program in which the weeational-edueation—sehelar
eligible student is enrolled.

(c) Eligible students who are enrolled as part-time students in a
career technical education program at a designated educational
institution may qualify for a career technical workforce grant, but shall
receive a proportionate amount of the grant based upon the number of
credit hours they are enrolled in per academic period, when compared and
computed as a fraction of the total number of credit hours required for
full-time enrollment.

Sec. 4. K.S.A. 72-4463 is hereby amended to read as follows: 72-
4463. (a) The board of regents shalt may adopt rules and regulations for
administration of the provisions of this act and shall:

(b) Upon the eﬂecttve date of thzs act the dlrector of accounts and
reports is directed to transfer all moneys in the vocational education
scholarship examination fees fund to the career technical workforce grant
discontinued attendance fund established in K.S.A. 72-4464, and
amendments thereto. Upon the effective date of this act, all liabilities of
the vocational education scholarship examination fees fund existing prior
to such effective date are hereby imposed on the career technical
workforce grant discontinued attendance fund established in K.S.A. 72-
4464, and amendments thereto. The vocational education scholarship
examination fees fund is hereby abolished.

Sec. 5. K.S.A. 72-4464 is hereby amended to read as follows: 72-
4464. (a) Payments to wveeational—edueation—seholars—of —voeational—
edueatien—sehelarshipsan eligible student of a career technical workforce
grant shall be made at times specified by the board of regents upon
vouchers approved by its designated administrative officer and upon
warrants of the director of accounts and reports. Payments of weeational

edueation-seholarships a career technical workforce grant may be made by

the issuance of a single warrant to each designated educational institution
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at which a—veeational-edueatienseholar an eligible student is enrolled for
the total amount of weeational-edueatton—seholarships career technical
workforce grants for all veeationaledueation—scholars eligible students
enrolled at that institution. The director of accounts and reports shall cause
such warrant to be delivered to the designated educational institution at
which the veeational-edueation—seholar-or—sehelars—areeligible student is
enrolled. Upon receipt of such warrant, the designated educational
institution shall credit immediately the account of each weeational-
edueatienseholar eligible student enrolled at that institution by an amount
specified by the board of regents for each such sehetar eligible student.

(b) If a—voeationat-edueatton—sehelar an eligible student discontinues
attendance before the end of a—veeatienal an eligible career technical
education program or program term, after the designated educational
institution has received payment under this section, the designated
educational institution shall pay to the state: (1) The entire amount which
the voeational-edueationseholareligible student would otherwise qualify to
have refunded not to exceed the amount of the payment made under the
voeational-edueation—seholarship career technical workforce grant; or (2)
if the veeational-edueationseholar eligible student has received payments
under any federal program of student assistance, the state's pro rata share
of the entire amount which the weeational-edueation—seholar eligible
student would otherwise qualify to have refunded, not to exceed the
amount of the payment made under the voeational-edueationr—seholarship
career technical workforce grant.

(c) All amounts paid to the state by a designated educational
institution under subsection (b) shall be deposited in the state treasury and

credited to the woeational—edueation—scholarship career technical

workforce grant discontinued attendance fund which is hereby established.

All expenditures from the weeattonal—edueatton—seholarship career

technical workforce grant discontinued attendance fund shall be for
voeational-edueation—sehelarships career technical workforce grants. On
the effective date of this act, the vocational education scholarship
discontinued attendance fund is hereby redesignated as the career
technical workforce grant discontinued attendance fund.

Sec. 6. K.S.A. 72-4465 is hereby amended to read as follows: 72-
4465. Each applicant for a weeational—edueation——seholarship career
technical workforce grant, in accordance with rules and regulations of the
board of regents, shall:

(a) Complete and file an application for the award or renewal of a

Sec. 7. K.S.A. 72-4460, 72-4461, 72-4462, 72-4463, 72-4464 and 72-
4465 are hereby repealed.

Sec. 8. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the statute book.
