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71-301. Student tuition. The board of trustees shall charge to and collect from each student tuition at rates

per credit hour enrolled which shall be established by the board of trustees. In addition to tuition, the board of trustees
may charge to and collect from each student fees at rates which shall be established by the board of trustees.
