2016 Kansas Statutes

75-3342. Blind person; right to judicial review. Notwithstanding other provisions of this act, any blind person suffering legal wrong
because of any agency action, or adversely affected or aggrieved by such action within the meaning of this act or other relevant statutes,
shall be entitled to and shall have standing for judicial review thereof in accordance with the Kansas judicial review act.
