(b) Veterinarians,	 review,	executive	or	 impaired	veterinarian	committees	performing	duties	under	 this	act
for	the	purposes	expressed	in	subsection	(a)	shall	be	considered	to	be	state	officers	engaged	in	a	discretionary
function	and	all	immunity	of	the	state	shall	be	extended	to	such	persons	and	committees,	including	that	from	the
federal	and	state	antitrust	laws.

(c) Nothing	 in	 this	 section	 shall	 be	 construed	 to	 require	 veterinarians	 or	 review,	 executive	 or	 impaired
veterinarian	committees	to	be	subject	to	or	comply	with	any	other	 law	relating	to	or	regulating	state	agencies,
officers	or	employees.
