Such	orders	may	include	an	order	giving
temporary	 custody	 of	 the	 child	 to	 another	 person	 or	 agency	 for	 a	 period	 not	 to	 exceed	 30	 days	 pending
termination	of	the	instant	case	or	a	new	case	being	filed.
(c) The	costs	of	the	adoption	proceedings	shall	be	paid	by	the	petitioner	or	as	assessed	by	the	court.
