The	provisions	of	this	subsection	as	it	was	constituted
prior	to	the	effective	date	of	this	act	shall	continue	in	force	and	effect	with	respect	to	any	person	who	was	at	least
eighteen	(18)	years	of	age	and	not	more	than	twenty-one	(21)	years	of	age	on	the	effective	date	of	this	act.

(b) Death	of	person	under	disability.	If	any	person	entitled	to	bring	such	action	dies	during	the	continuance
of	any	disability	specified	in	subsection	(a)	of	this	section	and	no	determination	be	had	of	the	title,	claim,	interest,
or	action	to	such	person	accrued,	his	or	her	heirs,	or	any	person	entitled	to	claim,	from,	by	or	under	him	or	her,
may	commence	such	action	after	the	time	specified	as	a	limitation,	and	within	two	(2)	years	after	his	or	her	death,
but	not	after	that	period.
