After	the	lapse	of	the	time
within	 which	 proceedings	 could	 be	 taken	 to	 obtain	 a	 review	 of	 such	 decision,	 no	 proceedings	 to	 obtain	 such
review	having	then	been	taken,	such	decision	shall	be	held	to	be	conclusive	as	to	the	matters	involved	therein	in
any	collateral	suit	or	proceedings.
