(b) To	 the	 extent	 that	 the	 provisions	 of	 this	 section	 conflict	 with	 the	 provisions	 of	 any	 other	 law,	 the
provisions	of	such	other	law	shall	control.

(c) The	provisions	 of	 this	 section	 shall	 not	 operate	 or	 be	 construed	 in	 any	manner	 so	 as	 to	 authorize	 the
substitution	of	hearing	by	a	hearing	officer	in	lieu	of	hearing	by	the	professional	practices	commission	provided
for	by	K.S.A.	72-2313,	and	amendments	thereto.
