(2) provide	for	professional	development	programs	at	any	time	during	the	school	year;
(3) contract	with	area	professional	development	centers	and	authorized	educational	agencies	 in	providing

(4) enter	into	cooperative	or	interlocal	agreements	with	one	or	more	other	school	districts	in	providing	for

professional	development	programs.
