The	 state	 agency	 shall	 provide	 the	 director	 of	 the	 budget	 and	 the
director	of	legislative	research	with	a	copy	of	any	such	application	or	any	agreement	entered	into	when	requested
by	the	director	of	the	budget	or	the	director	of	legislative	research.
