In 1986 Congress with the support of President Reagan removed liability from vaccine
manufacturers and the doctors and nurses who administer the vaccines.

We know that vaccines have risks because the manufacturers tell us this in the inserts
that come in each package. Vaccines do not receive the same safety testing prior to
their addition to the schedule that other drugs do. The required follow up safety testing
that was specified as part of the 1986 act has never been done. Not one follow up
safety study has been done in over 30 years yet new vaccines are constantly being
added. Who knows what the synergistic effect is of all of the vaccines.
