retirement	system	as	of	January	1,	1963,	upon	the	payment	of	appropriate	employer
and	employee	contributions,	and	shall	be	entitled	to	receive	participating	service
credit	for	employment	with	the	participating	employer	from	date	of	membership.	Said
employee	shall	also	be	granted	prior	service	credit	from	June	17,	1957,	until	July	31,
1959.	The	prior	service	benefit	shall	be	computed	by	using	a	prior	service	annual
salary	of	two	thousand	six	hundred	sixty-four	dollars	($2,664).
