employer	from	April	4,	1949,	until	February	29,	1956,	shall	upon	retirement	be
entitled	to	receive	prior	service	credit	for	said	employment	prior	to	January	1,	1962.
The	prior	service	benefit	shall	be	computed	by	using	a	prior	service	annual	salary	of
three	thousand	three	hundred	sixty	dollars	($3,360).
