2020 Kansas Statutes

75-435. Annual review of fees charged; recommendations to senate ways and means and house
appropriations committees. The secretary of state shall review annually all fees which
are collected by the secretary of state and which are fixed by statute to determine
whether such fees are sufficient to cover the costs of the services and materials for
which such fees are imposed. During the first week of each regular session of the
legislature, the secretary of state shall submit any recommendations for changes in
such fees to the chairpersons of the committee on ways and means of the senate and
the committee on appropriations of the house of representatives.
