Fees; Extending the Water Transition Assistance Program

House Bill 2560 would extend the sunset of certain department of agriculture penalties and fees

relating to certain pesticide and fertilizer laws and certain water appropriation fees for five years from July

1,2023, to July 1, 2028. The bill would also extend the water transition assistance program that is currently

set to expire on July 1, 2022, until July 1, 2030.
