SB 522 does not specifically prohibit students from using actual guns and
ammunition during the training course.

Allowing children
access to unsecured guns puts them at risk of unintentional shootings.

The bottom line is that research shows that households that locked both firearms
and ammunition were associated with an 85% lower risk of unintentional firearm
injuries among children.
