bond	and	any	coupons	attached	if	a	corporate	surety	bond	issued	by	a	company	authorized
to	do	business	in	this	state	is	filed	or,	in	a	sum	equal	to	double	the	amount	of	such	bond	and
any	coupons	attached	if	any	other	type	of	bond	is	filed,	conditioned	that	the	parties	thereto
shall	pay	all	damages	which	the	state,	county,	city,	township	or	school	district,	as	the	case
may	be	may	sustain	if	compelled	to	pay	such	lost	or	destroyed	bonds	or	any	coupons.
