justice	requires	such	transfer.
(b) Any	certification	of	findings	and	request	for	transfer	of	a	case	pursuant	to	subsection
(a)	shall	be	made	in	the	manner	and	form	prescribed	by	rules	of	the	supreme	court.	The
supreme	court	shall	consider	such	certification	and	may	accept	the	case	for	review	and	final
determination	or	may	decline	jurisdiction	and	order	that	the	case	be	determined	by	the
court	of	appeals.
