Violations	of	the	petroleum	products	inspection	law	may	be	enforced	by	the	secretary	of
agriculture	under	the	administrative	provisions	of	the	petroleum	products	inspection	law,
by	the	attorney	general	or	the	county	or	district	attorney	under	the	Kansas	consumer
protection	act.
