2021 Kansas Statutes

73-202. Same; penalties for violations. Any state officer, any county or city officer or any board
composed of state officers, county or city officers, or any board who have been appointed
and have charge of the penal and charitable institutions of the state, who shall knowingly
and willfully disobey or neglect to obey the provisions of this act, shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and shall be fined in a sum not less than fifty dollars nor more than five
hundred dollars, and in addition thereto subject to impeachment as provided by law, and
prosecuted as other cases of misdemeanor; and in either of said cases, upon conviction,
shall be adjudged to have forfeited his or her office.
