the	governor;	and	each	such	special	attorney	so	employed	is	hereby	authorized	and
empowered,	as	is	now	provided	by	law,	to	summon	witnesses,	take	testimony	and	perform
all	acts	as	may	be	deemed	necessary	and	advisable	in	order	that	a	complete	and	thorough
investigation	and	prosecution	may	be	made.
